Purpose: To encourage research of Spanish culture and to keep up to date
with language skills to feel prepared to learn in September.

Description of task

We expect you to do a little research into Spanish language and culture each week over

the next few weeks. There are some ideas below to get you started. Fill in your learning log
with details of what you have done each week to keep up your Spanish language skills (add
as many lines as you need).

@ED 1. Listen to Spanish-speaking radio / Spanish-speaking music charts to discover
some Spanish groups /singers. There are lots of apps you can download to
your phone. The Spanish will sound very fast and very hard to understand
at first, but stick with it. Try to give a summary (in English, but ideally
Spanish!) of what you think the programme is about, include new
vocabulary you have picked up and how long you listened.

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Summer learning
